Speaker 2: [00:00:16] Okay. I'm, I'm experiences of and East New Britain, but I grew up in East New Britain in a small village in the district called
Speaker 1: [00:00:30] Thank you. The next question. What name do people call or refer to your ethnic group or community?
Speaker 2: [00:00:38] Our ethnic group people refer to it as the people. Yeah.
Speaker 1: [00:00:45] Okay. Thank you. Question number three. Do you have any mythical description of history or legends as to where you as a tolai originated from? And is there any evidence or proof of these legends that made you think that this is true?
Speaker 2: [00:01:02] Before I had some legends and stories that like some of our ancestors are from New Zealand. It's important they, they travel though they, they migrated from New Zealand to Eastern Britain. But the main distributors are the people from binding. Ya. They came and they moved them to the further part of East New Britain. Ya and some evidence you can see it's some Eastern Britain have blondie like ginger hair, like some people from New Zealand. Yeah.
Speaker 1: [00:01:44] Thank you. My next question. Can you describe the physical appearance of Tolai people and their common features that distinguishes them from the rest of the people in East New Britain and the country, Papua New Guinea as a whole?
Speaker 2: [00:01:58] Okay. I you can clearly see like they are from because of their, some of them have like dark skin and also have ginger hair, especially girls. And that's all.
Speaker 1: [00:02:14] Okay. Thank you. The next question, where is your village or place located? And you describe your physical environment.
Speaker 2: [00:02:24] Okay. My village is located in the coastal part of East New Britain. It's located it's. Yeah, it's mostly coastal and we live. Yeah. On the coast. Yeah.
Speaker 1: [00:02:42] Thank you. Question number six. Does geography, geology, and climate affect your cultural identity as an ally? If so, then you give an example of it. And how exactly does this affect your tolai culture?
Speaker 2: [00:02:55] Okay. I think that geography or geology or the climate doesn't actually affect our cultural identity.
Speaker 1: [00:03:08] Thank you. Okay, the next question. How do you express love, care, distress, happiness, alienation, shame, rage, anger, etc.? You give a scenario of your background upbringing as an example.
Speaker 2: [00:03:24] Okay. So we my family, especially my family, we, we express our love or like we care through making fun of our siblings or cracking jokes about them. Yeah. It's true. Making fun and cracking jokes about others.
Speaker 1: [00:03:43] Okay. Thank you. The next question, what is your indigenous language and is it oral or written?
Speaker 2: [00:03:51] Okay. Our indigenous language is the quinoa and it's an oral oral language.
Speaker 1: [00:03:57] Alright. Thank you. Is there a colonial language used and when is it used and who uses it mostly?
Speaker 2: [00:04:05] Okay. Our colonial language is mostly the toxin. Yeah. It is used commonly when there's gathering from different people. And like we cannot understand each other because of the, you know, because we have different same language but different dialect. So mostly during gathering, we people just yeah. Speak pidgin. Yeah.
Speaker 1: [00:04:26] Okay. Thank you. Question number ten. Is your indigenous language in danger of dying?
Speaker 2: [00:04:35] So yeah, I like, I like this generation, like it's a modern generation and we are Western influence coming in. So yeah, for the corner. Yes. Some of the language that was used before, like currently, it's like some of them are dying out and it's not pronounced like how it used to be pronounced before.
Speaker 1: [00:04:56] Okay. Thank you. Five last questions. Question number 11. What type of sociological structure does today's practice. Is it a patrilineal or matrilineal society and how effective is it?
Speaker 2: [00:05:09] Okay. We practice the matrilineal society and it's effective. It's very effective in society. Yeah, mostly when we talk about land and all that. Yeah. It's usually it belongs to the women or the mothers.

Speaker 1: [00:05:32] Okay. Thank you. Question number 12. Is your community sociocentric or egocentric? Meaning that does the tolai people work together as a community to achieve something or they only care about themselves and individualism mentality.
Speaker 2: [00:05:46] Okay. For my community, it's like, it's like it's both, both sociocentric and egocentric because during community work and things like that. And community comes together to do cleanups and all. But if it comes to like school fees and all, then it's like it's for certain families to, you know, put their kids to school, you know?

Speaker 2: [00:06:13] Yeah.
Speaker 1: [00:06:14] Okay. Thank you. Question number 13. How is conflict resolved and justice served in the community?
Speaker 2: [00:06:24] Conflict and justice is served through is resolved through elders. When a problem is caused and elders call together the people who caused the problem, and then they sit together and they talk to them and they resolve. They talk about how they will resolve that problem. So it's mostly through our elders. Okay.
Speaker 1: [00:06:46] Thank you. Question number 14. How do you, as a twilight feel compared to your neighboring society and other ethnic groups within your province? So, so sorry. How do you, as a twilight feel compared to your neighboring society and other ethnic groups within your province? Do you feel marginalized, meaning that you are pushed to the side and you do not have equal access to opportunities, resources and power? Or do you feel economically deprived, meaning that you lack resources to meet basic needs, or do you feel oppressed? Meaning that you are you feel held down or you're controlled by unfair rules of authority? Or do you feel empowered, meaning that you feel strong, independent, and you're able to act for yourself?
Speaker 2: [00:07:30] Okay. I can feel that where you come under the empowered group, because we are independent in what we do and all that, we're just only I like to be, to be led and all that we are. We listen to our elders, but mostly we are independent. We connect ourselves and do things. Okay.
Speaker 1: [00:07:49] Thank you. The last question, how do you see your place in the society today and how do you think other people see you? How do you feel about your identity as a person?
Speaker 2: [00:08:02] So like I said, I'm, I'm, I'm a mixed parentage of and, but I grew up there, so I, I'm proud to say I'm, because I, most of my features I, I are from life. So I'm afraid to live. So yeah.
